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Abstract

We participated in the GLOBAL UNIVERSITY
ENTREPRENEURIAL SPIRIT STUDENTS’
SURVEY (2011). The Center for Regional Research
at HOSEI University served as the representative
office in Japan. This survey gathered 93,000
responses from 489 universities all over the world.
Although our sample was small relative to other
nations (561 responses), we were able to confirm
that current undergraduate students still shy
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away from entrepreneurial activities as have been
pointed out in past research. We also verified that
entrepreneurial intention correlates positively with
universities’ entrepreneurship education, personal
factors, surrounding peoples’ support, and family
business.
